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In this instance, we have the first revelation of
God as Peace.

if you have peace in your heart, then you are
blessed.
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Why do I say this?
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Because if you have peace, you have learned to
have victory over the harassing enemy.

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No wonder when Isaiah wanted to describe the
coming Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ, he
called Him the “Prince of Peace.”
