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Hello, listening friends, and welcome back to
the broadcast.
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If you have been listening to us, you know that
we are in the midst of a series of messages on
the Book of Daniel.
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This series is entitled, “Standing Firm in a
World of Shifting Sands,”
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and, with all the anxieties, insecurities, worries
and concerns that beset our world today,
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it is the desire of our hearts that this series will
be a blessing to you and yours.
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Because today’s message will remind you that
only God knows the future.
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Only God controls the future.
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Only God can foretell the future;
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and, in Daniel, Chapter 11, the pre-incarnate

Christ appears to Daniel in response to Daniel’s
prayer, as we saw in the last message;
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and, there, by the Tigris River, the pre-
incarnate Christ allowed Daniel to peer through
the telescopic lens to see the future.
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Daniel, Chapter 11, describes history before it
happened.
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Daniel, Chapter 11, is the most difficult
Chapter in the Book of Daniel;
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and that is why I will summarize it for you, so

that we can learn some valuable lessons for
today.
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In that Chapter, the Lord tells Daniel the
following:
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first of all, that Cyrus shall be an extremely rich
King.
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Secondly, he will use this considerable wealth

to expand the Persian Empire all the way to
Greece;
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and we know, from history, that his

descendants, Xerxes, did just as the Lord told
Daniel he would do many years earlier.
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Third, the Lord said that the Persian Empire

will not remain the dominant power in the
world;
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but, before long, the glory of the world would

belong to Greece, which will be led into
prominence by Alexander the Great.
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Fourthly, in verse 3 of Daniel 11, the Lord
refers to the future expeditions of this young
man, Alexander the Great,
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and how Alexander will die in Babylon at the
prime of his life;
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and Alexander the Great died at the age of 32.
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In verse 4 of Daniel 11, the Lord tells Daniel
that none of Alexander’s sons will inherit his
empire;
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and we know that his two sons were both killed.
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Fifth,
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twelve of Alexander’s great generals will then
divide the empire among themselves.
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That will be followed by a considerable period
of time of plotting and scheming;
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and, eventually, the Empire will be divided into
four sections, just as it was foretold in verse 4
of Daniel 11.
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Sixth,
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in verse 8, the Lord told Daniel that the King of
the South, which was ruled by one of

Alexander the Great’s generals will be eclipsed
by the King of the North.
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Seventh,
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after a period of time, they formed an alliance
through marriage;
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and it happened just as the pre-incarnate Christ
said it would happen.
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Eighth,
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the King of the South will rise to power again
and will take over the kingdom of the North,
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just as verse 8 predicted;
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and, as we know from history, it happened
exactly as the Bible said.
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Ninth,
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as verse 11 predicted, the North then retaliated
and defeated the South.
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Even Cleopatra, standing with her husband
against her father, is foretold in Daniel 11:17.
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I know that all of this history is difficult and
complicated,
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but you must never miss this crucial point here.
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Each detailed prediction in the Word of God
happened exactly, to the minutest detail,
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because history is God’s story.

You can take the history books and
superimpose them on Daniel, Chapter 11, and
you will get one of the clearest pictures of the
foreknowledge of God in the entire Bible.
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What does this mean to you and to me today?
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First of all, this should solidify our confidence
in the Bible;
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and, secondly, it should solidify our confidence
in the sovereignty of God.
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First, Daniel, Chapter 11, should fortify our
confidence in the Bible.
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For years, the Bible critics have always
maligned the Bible.
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They called It a book that is written by men
who were bigots,
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a book that is full of contradictions,
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a book that is not different from other religious
books,
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and on and on they go;
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but you can confidently point them to Daniel,
Chapter 11;
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because, in Daniel 11, they can see history
written hundreds of years before it happened;
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and that should solidify their confidence in the
Word of God.
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My listening friend, listen to this.
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The Bible is a God-breathed Book.
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It is the Book of God’s Self-revelation.
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It is God’s truth revealed ahead of time.
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The problem with most people is that they are
confused about the Bible;
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and the reason they’re confused about the Bible
is because they have never read It;
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and, yet, they have the audacity to attack Its
credibility.
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Although they have never read It, they say It is
just a mythology.
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Let me illustrate.
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If you have a friend who always tells you the
truth, no matter what,
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and, every time you try to verify what he said,
you discover that he told you the exact truth,
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after awhile, what do you do?
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You completely trust that friend.
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You never need to verify anything he said;
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and it is the same with the Bible.
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In every area that you can check up on It, you
find that It is telling you the truth;

and any truly honest person who wants to

verify the truth of the Bible can take Daniel,
Chapter 11, and compare it to history;
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and, if he is not astounded by its truthful
predictions, then they are not honest;
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because they have to conclude that, when the
Bible predicts the future, It is not just three
percent accurate, it is a hundred percent
accurate.
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Daniel, Chapter 11, confirms our confidence in
the Bible as God’s own Word.
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Secondly, Daniel, Chapter 11, confirms our
confidence in the sovereignty of God.
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I often hear people say the future is out of
control.
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I want to say that the future may be out of your
control and out of my control, but it is never out
of God’s control.

the future.
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Listen carefully, my listening friend.
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Sometimes in your life, when you are going
through tough times,
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when you are going through your own private
Gethsemane,
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when you are going through pain and puzzling
circumstances,
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you may be tempted into thinking that God is
not there;
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but, oh, my listening friend, He is there.
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He is controlling events in your life.

God is bringing good out of pain;
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and, when you read Daniel, Chapter 11, you

will be overwhelmed with the historical facts
about this emperor or that king;
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but notice that God’s people have not even
figured in in all of this.
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To the world, they were of no measurable
significance;
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but even these events were proceeding on
God’s schedule for the Savior to be born.
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God was orchestrating the events of history to

the point that, when there was one common
language—that is the Greek language—
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the Gospel message could be easily spread.
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Only at the fullness of time will the Savior be
born.
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After Rome had built highways connecting the
entire empire so that preachers and evangelists
could travel with the good news of the Gospel,
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only then would the Savior be born,
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because history is His story.
