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Gruber soon composed the tune for the words.
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And the carol was completed in time for the Christmas Eve service.
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The church sang the new song with a guitar.
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When the organ repairman came to the little village church,
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He was impressed by a copy of the carol,
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And decided to spread it all around the neighborhood region.
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Today, Silent Night is sung in all major languages of the world.
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It has become a favorite for many people.
