Christ has to do with gaining popularity.
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We saw the first temptation was connected with
pleasure.
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The second temptation of the devil tries to
tempt Jesus to exchange His Father’s approval
for the approval of people.
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The devil tries to tempt Jesus to exchange the
applause of Heaven for the applause of men.
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He tried to get Jesus to exchange the
supernatural for the sensational.
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Let’s listen to the Gospel of Matthew, Chapter
4, verses 5to 7.

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I want you to notice, my listening friend, how
the devil was far less confused about who Jesus
is than some people.
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He said, “Since You are the Son of God,” or,
“Because You are the Son of God,
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prove Your relationship with Him.”

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If he can’t beat you, he will join you;
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so, if he cannot stop you from praying,
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he will come to you when you pray, and say,
“How long have you been praying about this
matter?”
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He will say to you, “Why is God not answering
your prayers?”
