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Hello, listening friends.
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We are always delighted to bring you a new
series of messages;
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and, today, we’re going to bring you a new
series entitled, "God Talk,"
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or, we can call it, "What Does God Think
About Himself?"
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Throughout history, there were all kinds of
people who presumed to speak for God.
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Some even claimed to be God.
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but let me ask you this:
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how do you truly get to know someone?
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By listening to what that person says about
himself or herself.
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Right?
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People know you by what you say about
yourself;
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and this rule applies, particularly, to God.
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It is not what I say about God. It is not what
you say about God.
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All we need to know about God is what God
says about Himself;
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and that is why I am doing this series of
messages entitled, "What Does God Say About
Himself."
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God tells us lots of things about Himself.
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We call these the "attributes" of God.
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Let me give you an example.
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We talk about God’s wisdom, God’s
truthfulness, God’s mercy, God’s grace, God’s
love, God’s wrath, His goodness, His
faithfulness, and on, and on, and on.
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These are some of God’s attributes;
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but there’s one thing that God says about
Himself that controls all His attributes,
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and that is His sovereignty.
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His sovereignty controls all of His other
attributes.
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His absolute authority and rule over His
creation is the axle around which all of His
other attributes revolve.
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Some of you may be asking, "Why is His
sovereign control the key to all of His other
attributes?"...

and that’s a good question.
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Most people agree that God is love, right?
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Even unbelievers believe that God is love.
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Well, if He is not absolutely sovereign,
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then, some circumstance could occur that
would be outside of His control that could
thwart His love.
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If He were not absolutely sovereign, then His
love would be conditional;
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but the Scripture, from beginning to end, tells
us that His love is unconditional.
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The same thing is true with God’s justice.
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If He did not have sovereign control over all
things,
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His justice could be easily frustrated by Satan
and wicked people,
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and total injustice would rule supreme;
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and what a terrible disaster that would be.
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That is why we need to understand the
sovereignty of God.
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A thorough understanding of the sovereignty of
God will give meaning to all of the other
attributes of God;
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and that is why I’m beginning this series of
messages with the sovereignty of God.
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There is one verse that I have committed to
memory early in my life and I hope that you
will memorize it also.
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It is found in Ephesians, Chapter 1, verse 11.
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It says, “God accomplishes all things according
to the counsel of His will.”
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‘What does that mean?
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It means that God’s knowledge and power
extend even to the smallest things in the
universe.
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It means that, when you brushed your hair this
morning,
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God said, "Hair number 2,555,000, come on
out..."
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and that single hair got caught in your brush.
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It means that God’s power and authority is
above, beyond, beneath and all around.
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In all of this confusion that surrounds us, God’s
plan stands supreme.
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Why?
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Because God accomplishes all things according
to the counsel of His own will;
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but someone may be saying, "You mean to say
that we don’t have free will?"
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Of course, we have free will;
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but our free will has no power to thwart God’s
sovereignty.
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Those who choose to reject God’s offer of
forgiveness and eternal life through Jesus
Christ,
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they bring upon themselves a dark eternity.
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Those who choose to live without God suffer
the consequences.
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God respects our choices and this is part of His
plan.
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Why?
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Because God accomplishes all things according
to the counsel of His own will.
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There is one thing you must know about the
Creator of the universe.
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He is the sovereign Ruler and King of His
creation.
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Let me tell you about two false conclusions that
many people reach about the sovereignty of
God.
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On the one hand, some people deny the reality
of God’s supreme rule over all things.
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On the other hand, other people deny the
perfect goodness of God in His governing
authority.
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They say, either, God is not in perfect control,
or, His will is not perfectly good.
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Of course, these are two easy conclusions to
come to when you see evil and suffering in the

world;
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but they are both false conclusions.
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Why?
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Because God accomplishes all things according
to the counsel of His will.
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My listening friends, I want you to ask
yourselves two questions.
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Question number one:
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is it okay to be baffled when you see God does
things that you do not understand?
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Yes, because, as human beings, we do not
know the reason for everything that God does.

God is not accountable to us;
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and we have no right to demand that God
explain everything to us.
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Listen to what He said to us in Isaiah 55:8 and
9.
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“My thoughts are not your thoughts.
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As the heavens are higher than the earth, so are
My thoughts than yours.”
JukGitIN!
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Listen to what Moses said in Deuteronomy
29:29.
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“The secret things belong to the Lord our God,

but those things which He revealed belongs to
us that we may obey His law.”
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There are several things that the sovereign God
revealed to us and wanted us to know about
Himself;
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but He has not revealed everything.
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The second question is this:
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does the sovereignty of God mean that we
cannot know God intimately?
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The answer is absolutely not;
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and that’s what Christianity is all about.
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God fully revealed Himself in Jesus Christ.
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God has given us all the information that we
need to have in order to make rational decisions.
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What does God want us to know about Him?
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God wants us to know that He loves to save
professing sinners.
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God wants us to know that He spent many
centuries preparing the world for the coming of
His Son.
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God wants us to know that, exactly according
to His schedule, His Son came into the world.
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God wants us to know that those who have
received the gift of salvation should share it
with others.

God wants us to know that, by dying on the
cross, His Son satisfied His justice by paying
the penalty of our sin.
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God wants us to know that His Son was
resurrected from the dead on the third day to
assure us of our own resurrection.
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God wants us to know that His Son is now
exalted on the throne of the universe;
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and that, from His throne, His Son invites
sinners to come to Him;
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and, when they come to Him, He lovingly leads
them throughout their lives;
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and, finally, He brings them home to Himself in
Heaven;
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but what does the sovereign God want His
children to know?
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What does the sovereign God want those who
have responded and accepted His invitation to
know?
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He wants them to know that, because He is
sovereign and in control,
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all things work together for good for those who
love Him and are called according to His
purpose.

God wants them to know that He wants all His
children to be conformed to the image of His
Son.
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God wants them to know that we should live
this life without fear of the future, because God
controls it.
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God wants His children to know that they
should live this life without anxiety and worry,
because He controls their circumstances.
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God wants His children to know that they
should live this life, trusting in His provision;
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that they should live this life, accepting His
Word as the truth,
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believing His promises and obeying His
commands;
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that they should be diligent and hardworking
for His Kingdom.
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God wants His children to know that His
everlasting arms are underneath.
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God wants His children to know that He is our
Security,
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and, that He, the Creator of the world, never
gets tired or grows weary;
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that He, the sovereign Lord, is in control of
your job, your home, your children, and every
breath.
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The sovereign God wants His children to know
that, no matter how impossible the dream,
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no matter how difficult the task,
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no matter how fierce the opposition,
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no matter how ferocious the enemy,
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no matter how bleak things may look,
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no matter how hopeless it seems,
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“...those who hope in the Lord will renew their
strength.
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They will soar on wings like eagles.
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They will run and not grow weary.
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They will walk and not be faint.”
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The sovereignty of God tells His children that
His grace is sufficient,
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regardless of what happens.
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The sovereignty of God tells His children, who
are daily walking with Him and trusting in Him,
that a mighty fortress is our God.
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Finally, the sovereignty of God should tell His
children that, “...if God is for us, who can be
against us?
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Who shall separate us from the love of Christ?
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Will tribulation,
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distress,
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or persecution;
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will famine,
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or peril,
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or war?
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In all these things, we are more than conquerors
through Him Who loved us,
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for I am sure that neither death, nor life, nor
height, nor depth, will be able to separate us
from the love of God.”
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Nothing in all creation will be able to separate
us from the love of God in Christ Jesus;
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and this is all you need to know about God’s
sovereignty.
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My listening friend, please listen carefully as I
conclude.
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If you have never accepted His gracious
invitation through His Son, Jesus Christ,
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if you have never received His gift of eternal
life with Him, you can do that today.
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Just ask Him into your life today,
