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In the past broadcast, | made the distinction
between saving faith and daily-living faith.
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Now, this distinction is very important.
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Why?
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Because there are many people around the
world who trust God for their salvation.
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They gladly accept God’s saving grace,
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but they do not trust Him with their money.
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They do not trust Him with their children.
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They do not trust Him with their future.
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They do not trust Him with their marriages and
relationships;
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so, what is this daily-living faith?
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Daily-living faith is putting your professed faith
into action.

It is putting your money where your mouth is.
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It is putting your trust where you claim it to be.
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It is putting your action where your words are;
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so, when the red light appears on the dashboard
of your car,
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and it's says "engine trouble,"
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it is time to stop and find out what is wrong
with the engine of your faith,
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find out what is wrong with your daily-living
faith.
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| want to tell you something very important, up
front.
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If you spend four or five minutes in prayer
everyday and six hours in front of the television,
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you can be sure that, whenever trouble comes,
your fear is going to create havoc.
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When you are not in consistent intimacy with
God,
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at the first sign of the storm that will hit you,
you will die out of fear and panic.
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How many of you believe that some people can
die out of fear?
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| read a legend that says that Death was
walking toward a city with a sickle in hand.
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A man stopped him and asked him the questign
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“What are you going to do?”
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Death said,
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“l am taking 500 lives...”
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and the man said to Death,
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“That’s terrible!
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That’s too many!”
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and Death said,
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“That is the way it is, for that is what | do.”
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The man decided to run ahead of Death and
warn the people that Death is coming;
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so, he ran into the streets of the city shouting,
“Watch out! Death is on its way...”
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then, the man retreated into the countryside to
see what would happen.
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On his way to the city early the next morning,
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the man saw Death coming out of the city;
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and he asked Death,
fiti =] SEA
“How many died?”
“WTZVAN”
and Death said,
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“2,000.”
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The man was stunned;
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and he said to Death,
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“But you told me only 500 will die.”
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Death said,
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“Yes, | did.
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The other 1,500 died of Fear.”
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| want you to listen to me very carefully, please.
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| realize that there are chemical problems in the
mind and, sometimes, we need medication;
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but I'm convinced that fear is probably the

biggest single reason why so many people are
sick.
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If fear is an indicator light, what do you think
tranquilizers do?
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They extinguish the warning light.
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It would be like me, seeing that warning light in

the dashboard of my car, and, instead of taking
it to the mechanic, | disconnect the wire.
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If you heard me say to a mechanic, “Please
disconnect the wire,” you would say that sanity
has left me;
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but this is how so many Christians are dealing
with fear.
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They try to tranquilize their fear and never deal
with the trouble in the engine of faith.
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They deal with the symptoms, and not with thg
cause.
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What Jesus wants you to do is to deal with faith.
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He wants you to let faith overcome fear, instead
of tranquilizing it;
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to let falth fix fear, instead of pacifying it;
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to let faith overwhelm fear, instead of fear
overwhelming faith;
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So, when the spirit of fear comes knocking,
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remember -- it is like an indicator light.
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This light, unbeknown to Satan, could be doing
you a favor.
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It could be waking you up.
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It could be warning you that there is trouble
with your obedience to the Lord;
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that there is trouble with your faith.
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Fear can be a thermometer that measures the
faith temperature.
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Fear can be the servant, and not the master.
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In Matthew 25,
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Jesus tells us a parable of how fear can be a
horrible master, if you let it.
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He said a rich man was going away;
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but, before he departed, he called three money
managers together.
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He handed each of them a certain amount of
money to invest for him until he returned.
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To the first money manager, he gave 10,000;
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and the second money manager, he received
5,000;
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and, then, to the third money manager, he gave
2,000.
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The first one doubled the money.
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The second man did the same thing.
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The third one took the money, locked it up in a
safe and did nothing with it.
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When the investor returned, guess what the
third man’s excuse was?
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He said,
fist -
“l was afraid, and, out of fear, | did nothing
with your money.”
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Listen to what Jesus said, in my own words, not
in the words of the Bible.

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I’'m sure by now, at the end of this series of
messages, you are asking this question:
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How do | go about mastering fear,
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Pray about what is frightening you.
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Spill it out to God in details.
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Tell God what is worrying you and causing you
anxiety.
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Tell God, in details, why you are anxious and
afraid.
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God wants to hear your heartaches.
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In fact, He is the only One Who does.
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Tell Him that you are afraid.
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Tell Him that you are frustrated.
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Tell Him that you are discouraged.
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Tell Him that you are angry.

He already knows what you are thinking
anyway,
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but He wants you to spell it out;
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S0, pour it out to Him and say, “Lord, what
lessons do you want me to learn?”
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Because the quicker you learn,
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the quicker you graduate,
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and the quicker the storm passes.
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Jesus rebuked them, first, for their lack of
trusting Him, and, then, He rebuked the wind.
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Second is this:
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you can ask God for peace in the midst of fear,
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Imagine it like the seesaw.
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When fear is pushing his weight down,
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and you and your daily-faith are suspended in
mid-air,
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you can ask God to come and put His weight

behind you and He will come and blow fear out.
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God may not necessarily remove the cause of
your fear,
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and He may not remove the circumstances that

you are in;
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but you will not be afraid when you are living
in His shadow.
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| have be in situations when, again and again,

when the circumstances have not changed at
for a long time,
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and, yet, God’s peace that passes understand
dominated me from head to toe.
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God will give you His peace when you ask Him.
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Let me repeat.
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First,

Ep

pray your fears out.
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Second,
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ask God for peace that would overwhelm your
fear.
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Thirdly,
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pray faith in.
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I’'m not talking about only praying during a
time of trouble,
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or, when you're only going through a tough
time.
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You can do that,
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but I'm talking about a regular practice of
praying faith in --
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the daily-living faith.
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| want you to imagine this scenario.
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You know how little children want to be so
independent when they get to be four or five
years of age.
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They want to do their own thing.
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They like to run away.
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Imagine a child several blocks away from home,
all alone.
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Part of him feels anxious;
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part of him feels great;
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and, then, all of a sudden, a large frightening
dog comes in barking at him.
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Think how long that child would have to be in
terror and fear running all the way to the safety
of his home and to the bosom of his parents.
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| want you to compare that with the child who
is walking between his parents,
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with each holding one of his hands,
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and, then, the same thing happens.
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That big dog comes in and barks.
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Think of how long it will take this little child to
either, cling to his father’s leg, or, jump intshi
father’'s arms.
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Oh, I want you to know that the same thing
works spiritually.
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When you give God the crumbs of your time,
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and the crumbs of your attention,
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and the crumbs of your energy,
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and the crumbs of your money,
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and, then, you keep wandering away from the
Lord,
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it's going to take you a long time to run back
home in fear and in panic.
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Think of how long that fear will linger for you,

as you run all the way home to your heavenly
Father;
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but, when you are intimate with God,
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when you are living in obedience to His Word,
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when you are not compromising in your life,
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when you are living under His shadow,
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think of how quickly you can jump in His arms
when fear comes in;
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and that’s what | call "praying faith in,"
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every day;
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and doing so on a regular basis, whether the sun

is shining or the clouds are hiding it, it doesn’t
matter.
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Pray faith in, regardless of what your
circumstances may be,
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and, then, when the storm comes,
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within a very short period of time, you are in
the bosom of your heavenly Daddy.
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It is my prayer that God uses this series of
messages to strengthen you
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to live the life of faith, and not fear;
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to walk intimately with God and serve God,;
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to know Him, and make Him known.
