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And | want to begin by saying
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That restlessness and rootlessness have becd
an epidemic in many societies in the world.
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Vast numbers of people are either running aws
from something
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Or desperately looking for something else
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In fact | have read many surveys which all give

me the same following results
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Only one in every six people are truly
contented in life
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Restlessness and discontentment leads to
confusion
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Now there are some people who are so
confused that they don't even know what they
want
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| read a story in a newspaper about a man who
was constantly restless
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He always wanted a bigger car and a bigger flat
and a bigger house
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One day he decided to sell his large home and
try to buy a bigger and better house
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While he was reading the classified ads in the
newspaper one morning he saw a house for sale
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He said ahh that's exactly the house | want
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So he called his realtor and said

A house described in today's newspaper is
exactly what | am looking for
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| would like to go through it as soon as possible
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The agent asked him several questions about
the house and then he said to him
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But sir this is your house you are describing it's
the one that we are trying to sell for you
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Restlessness and rootlessness are not new
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Ever since Adam and Eve were thrown outside
of the Garden of Eden
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Restlessness and discontentment became the|
direct result of the sin of disobedience to God
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Ever since the fall of Adam and Eve
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Restlessness and wandering around became
mans constant companion
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Let us read from the Book of Genesis chapter 4

verses 1to 24
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Now let me remind you that if you do not have

a Bible please write to us and we will try to
send you one
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Now let us read Genesis 4 beginning at verse [1
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The Bible tells us that one of Adam and Eve's
sons Cain killed his brother Abel in a fit of
jealousy and envy
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Then Cain grew afraid so he went out and builf
a city
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For Cain the city was a place of escape from
the face of God
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For Cain the city was a place of hiding from
God
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For Cain the city became a place of running
away from God
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Look at verse 11 of chapter 4 of the Book of
Genesis
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The Lord told Cain that he was cursed because

of what he did to his brother
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So Cain thought that somebody else might Kill
him too
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In verse 15 God told Cain that he would not die
right away
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But rather that he would live with the pain and
the torment of his conscience

As a punishment for what he did to his brother

But still Cain did not believe God
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And lived in fear and restlessness
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As soon as he had a son Cain built a city
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What do you find in a city
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In the city there is entertainment
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That might help Cain forget his sin
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In the city there are nightclubs
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That can help him forget the consequences of
his sin
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In the city there is the hustle and the bustle that
will help Cain occupy his mind
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In the city there are business deals and business

transactions that could help divert Cain's
attention from his own guilt
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In the city there is alcohol that might help
deaden the pain of guilt
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In the city there are celebrations to attend to
help erase the memory of sin
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Ahh but in reality nothing could muzzle the
voice of God
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God's voice was ringing in Cain's ear
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No matter where he went
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He heard God saying where is your brother
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The Bible says Cain went from God's presenct
and lived in the land of Nod east of Eden
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The word Nod literally means the land of
wandering around
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My listening friends please listen carefully
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What | am telling you is the truth
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It is the truth to me as well as it is to you
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People might be able to run away from the
conviction that God puts them under
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But they will never be able to get away from
the voice of God
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They may think that they can run away from
the conviction of the Holy Spirit
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But they cannot escape the Spirit's prodding
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No matter where you go
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No matter where you run
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No matter how far you think you can escape
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The fact is there is only one way to deal with
sin and guilt
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There is only one remedy for the conviction of
the Holy Spirit
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There is only one way for the healing of the
pain of guilt
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And it is not in running away from facing up to
sin and guilt
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It is not escaping to some smooth words or
temporary hiding places
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The way to deal with sin and guilt is in
confession repentance and faith
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That is God's way
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Can you image going to a doctor
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And he tells you that you have cancer and you
need to cut it out of your body as soon as
possible
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And after hearing this you turn to the doctor
and say
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Oh no I don't allow surgeons knives to touch
my body
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Oh no I am not up to facing surgery
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Oh no you are not going to remove that tumor
from me
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And then you decide to go to another doctor
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This time you go to a phony doctor
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This false doctor is willing to do whatever you
want
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And tell you whatever you want to hear
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So you walk around with a Band-Aid on the
tumor
