power.
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Humanity at large is almost always tempted by
the fleeting and the visible.
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They are tempted by the ever dying, self-
serving power.
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But on the Day of Pentecost,
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Jesus, who was true to his promise to his
disciples, sent the Holy Spirit.
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He told them that they could not have life
without the life giver.
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He told them that they cannot be effective in
their witness without the power of his Spirit.
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He told them that there cannot be any true
fellowship without the unity of his Spirit.
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He told them that they cannot develop Christian
character without the fruit of his Spirit.
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He told them that there can be no true
understanding without the spirit of truth.
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So in Acts chapter 2, true to his word, Jesus
sent his Holy Spirit.

Ten days after his ascension, Jesus sent his
Holy Spirit.
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Jesus sent his Holy Spirit to dwell permanently
in the believers.
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My listening friend, please listen carefully.
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Acts chapter 2 is a turning point in the history
of the kingdom of God.
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Acts chapter 2 tells us that the Day of Pentecd
is unrepeatable day.
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Pentecost was the inaugural day for the new €
of the Spirit.
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While Pentecost is individually experienced
afresh by every new Christian,
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Pentecost day, itself, is unrepeatable.
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Now | want us to look at Acts chapter 2 verses
1to 13.
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And we will see that under three headings.
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First,
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the evidence of the power of the Holy Spirit,
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verses 1 to 4.
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Secondly,
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the effect of the power of the Holy Spirit,
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verses 5to 11.
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Thirdly,
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the explanation of the power of the Holy Spirit,
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verses 12 and 13.
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The evidence, the effect and the explanation.
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In Acts chapter 2 verse 1, Dr. Luke tells us,
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that when the Day of Pentecost had come, they
were all together in one place.
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Do you remember from the last message that
there were hundred and twenty of them in one
accord?
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It meant that they were united in purpose.
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They were all united in waiting.
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They were all united in anticipation.
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They were united in the expectation of the
coming of the Holy Spirit.
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The Day of Pentecost was to celebrate the feast
of the harvest,
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which always took place fifty days after the
Passover.
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It was also the celebration of the giving of the
Law to Moses.
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My listening friend, remember this,
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the New Testament is the fulfillment of the Old
Testament.
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The Old Testament was the shadow.
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The New Testament is the real thing.
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The Old Testament was the symbol.
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The New Testament is the meaning of the symbc
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In the Old Testament, they slew a lamb on the
Passover day to commemorate their deliverance
from slavery.
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And it was on a Passover day that the Lamb of
God was slain.
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So, that He may deliver from sin all those who
put their trust in Him.
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Fifty days later, when they were celebrating th
first fruit of their harvest,
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the Holy Spirit of God was given.
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Dr. Luke said,
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“On that day, suddenly the Holy Spirit came.”
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Although the disciples knew the Holy Spirit
was coming,
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they did not know how and when.
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The same thing will be true about the return of
Jesus Christ.
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Those of us who are longing for his return,
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those who are expecting the return of the Lord,
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know that his return is imminent.
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But he will come unexpectedly like a thief in
the night.
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If Jesus comes back today, will you be ready t
meet Him?
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In Acts chapter 2, Dr. Luke gives us three
evidences of the power of the Holy Spirit.
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There was an awesome sound.
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There was an awesome sight.
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And there was an awesome speech.
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What was the awesome sound?
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In Genesis chapter 1 verse 2,
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when it says that the Spirit of God was
hovering over the waters,
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it means violent, rushing wind.
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Why?
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Because on the Day of Pentecost, a new
creation is taking place.
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Not only there was an awesome sound,
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but also there was an awesome sight.

Luke said there were tongues of fire.
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Now these are not literal flames.
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They would have burnt the place down.
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How do we know that?
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He says it was “as of tongues of fire.”
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What does fire symbolize?
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In the Old Testament, fire symbolizes the
presence of God.
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In the Old Testament, fire symbolizes light.
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In the Old Testament, fire symbolizes purity.
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Before the coming of the Holy Spirit, the world
was cold, dark, unloved and impure.
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In Luke chapter 12 verse 49 Jesus said,
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“I came to bring fire on earth.”
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That is the fire of his presence.
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That'’s the fire of his light.
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That'’s the fire of his purity.
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Most people do not or cannot comprehend that
without the Holy Spirit in the world, the world
was a terrible place.
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If it was not for the Holy Spirit in the believer's
life, even today,
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this world would be dark, anarchistic, horrible
and unlivable.
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And one day, when the believers are taken out
of this earth,

and the Holy Spirit withdraws,
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Darkness will rule supreme.
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And they will regret it, but it will be too late.
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Listen carefully, my listening friend,
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Awesome sound communicates to the ears.
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The awesome sight communicates to the eyes.
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But then there was an awesome speech which
communicates with the tongue.
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When the Holy Spirit filled the disciples, they
were able to speak foreign languages.
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Why?
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That brings me to the second point.
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The effect of the power of the Holy Spirit.
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Please look at verses 5 to 11 of chapter 2.
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When the apostles spoke in other languages,
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there was a reason for that.

Let me tell you why.

On the Day of Pentecost,
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there were pilgrims in Jerusalem from every
corner of the known world.
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There were people from Mesopotamia and
Cappadocia.
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There were people from Pontus and Asia and
Pamphylia and Egypt and Rome and Crete and
Arabia
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What was the purpose of the tongues, or foreign
languages?
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Remember what Jesus said in Acts chapter 1?
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“You shall be my witnesses, but wait until the
Holy Spirit comes.”
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Why did he say this?
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Because without the Spirit's power, they cannot
be effective witnesses.
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Now that the Holy Spirit had come with such
awesome sound and sight,
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they were given awesome speech in order to
witness in these foreign languages.
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This was such an awesome power that the
hundreds of thousands of visitors who came tg
Jerusalem heard the Gospel in their own
language.
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And today, faithful withesses empowered by

the Holy Spirit, are being effective withesses
for Jesus Christ in every corner of the globe.
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These faithful believers around the world know
what it is to have real power,
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everlasting power,
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permanent power,
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self-giving power,
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invisible power.
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And one day, when the invisible power
becomes visible,
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one day, when Jesus is manifested with all hig
glory,
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those who were intoxicated with false, fleeting
earthly power will weep and gnash their teeth.
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But it will be too late.
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The door of mercy will be shut.
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The door of forgiveness will be shut.

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When the Holy Spirit descended upon the
apostles, they were amazed and perplexed.
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They asked one another, “What does this
mean?”
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Some, however, made fun of them and said that
they were drunk.
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Listen carefully, my listening friend.
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Whenever you faithfully witness for Jesus
Christ, there will be two reactions.
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There are those who stand in amazement at
God's grace,
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and they receive it thankfully and are saved.
